S The results are very encouraging. 534 parishioners responded to the survey. In seven
2 areas we scored above the national average in a statistically significant way, reflecting

< active in their faith. The one area where we were lower than the national average, but
S not in a statistically significant way, was: Belief in Scripture as the Word of God. This
